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43  When those days were over and they were returning 
home, the boy Jesus remained behind in Jerusalem, but His 
parents were unaware He had stayed. 44  Assuming He was 
in their company, they traveled on for a day before they 
began to look for Him among their relatives and friends.

Then Jesus, full of the Holy Spirit, returned from the 
Jordan and was led by the Spirit into the wilderness, 

2 where for forty days He was tempted by the devil. He ate 
nothing during those days, and when they had ended, He 
was hungry.

3  The devil said to Him, “If You are the Son of God, tell this 
stone to become bread.”

4  But Jesus answered, “It is written: ‘Man shall not  live on 
bread alone.’a ”

14  Jesus returned to Galilee in the power of the Spirit, and 
the news about Him spread throughout the surrounding re-
gion. 15 He taught in their synagogues and was glorified by 
everyone.

The Rejection at Nazareth 
zzz

16  Then Jesus came to Nazareth, where He had been 
brought up. As was His custom, He entered the synagogue 
on the Sabbath. And when He stood up to read, 17  the scroll 
of the prophet Isaiah was handed to Him. Unrolling it, He 
found the place where it was written:

18  “The Spirit of the Lord is on Me, 
because He has anointed Me 

 to preach good news to the poor. 
He has sent Mea to proclaim deliverance

26  Yet Elijah was not sent to any of them, 
but to the widow of Zarephath in Sidon. 27  And there were 
many lepersa in Israel in the time of Elisha the prophet. Yet 
not one of them was cleansed—only Naaman the Syrian.”

28  On hearing this, all the people in the synagogue were en-
raged. 29  They got up, drove Him out of the town, and led 
Him to the brow of the hill on which the town was built, in 
order to throw Him over the cliff.

40 At sunset, all who were ill with various diseases were 
brought to Jesus, and laying His hands on each one, He 
healed them. 41  Demons also came out of many people, 
shouting, “You are the Son of God.”

9  I tell you, use worldly wealth to make friends for 
yourselves, so that when it is gone, they will welcome you 
into eternal dwellings.

10 Whoever is faithful with very little will also be faithful 
with much, and whoever is dishonest with very little will 
also be dishonest with much.

14  The Pharisees, who were lovers of money, heard all of 
this and were scoffing at Jesus. 15 So He said to them, “You 
are the ones who justify yourselves before men, but God 
knows your hearts.

16  The Law and the Prophets were proclaimed until John. 
Since that time, the gospel of the kingdom of God is being 
preached, and everyone is forcing his way into it. 17  But it is 
easier for heaven and earth to pass away than for a single 
stroke of a pen to drop out of the Law.

18  Everyone who divorces his wife and marries another 
woman commits adultery, and he who marries a divorced 
woman commits adultery.  
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The Rich Man and Lazarus

19  Now there was a rich man dressed in purple and fine 
linen, who lived each day in joyous splendor. 20 And a beg-
gar named Lazarus lay at his gate, covered with sores 21  and 
longing to be fed with the crumbs that fell from the rich 
man’s table. Even the dogs came and licked his sores.

22 One day the beggar died and was carried by the angels 
to Abraham’s side. And the rich man also died and was bur-
ied. 23  In Hades, where he was in torment, he looked up and 
saw Abraham from afar, with Lazarus by his side.

24  So he cried out, ‘Father Abraham, have mercy on me and 
send Lazarus to dip the tip of his finger in water and cool 
my tongue. For I am in agony in this fire.’

5 The apostles said to the Lord, “Increase our faith!”

6  And the Lord answered, “If you have faith the size of a 
mustard seed, you can say to this mulberry tree, ‘Be up-
rooted and planted in the sea,’ and it will obey you.

7  Which of you whose servant comes in from plowing or 
shepherding in the field will say to him, ‘Come at once and 
sit down to eat?’ 8  Instead, won’t he tell him, ‘Prepare my 
meal and dress yourself to serve me while I eat and drink; 
and afterward you may eat and drink’? 9  Does he thank the 
servant because he did what he was told? 10 So you also, 
when you have done everything commanded of you, 
should say, ‘We are unworthy servants; we have only done

11  While Jesus was on His way to Jerusalem, He was passing 
between Samaria and Galilee. 12 As He entered one of the 
villages, He was met by ten lepers.a  They stood at a dis-
tance 13  and raised their voices, shouting, “Jesus, Master, 
have mercy on us!”

19  Then Jesus said to him, “Rise and go; your faith has made 
you well!”a

The Coming of the Kingdom 
zzz

20 When asked by the Pharisees when the kingdom of God 
would come, Jesus replied, “The kingdom of God will not 
come with observable signs. 21  Nor will people say, ‘Look, 
here it is,’ or ‘There it is.’ For you see, the kingdom of God 
is in your midst.”b

22 Then He said to the disciples, “The time is coming when 
you will long to see one of the days of the Son of Man, but 
you will not see it. 23  People will tell you, ‘Look, there He 
is,’ or ‘Here He is.’ Do not go out or chase after them. 24  For 
as the lightning flashes and lights up the sky from one end 
to the other, so will be the Son of Man in His day. 25 But 
first He must suffer many things and be rejected by this 
generation.

40 Jesus stopped and directed that the man be brought to 
Him. When he had been brought near, Jesus asked him, 
41  “What do you want Me to do for you?”

“Lord,” he said, “let me see again.”

42 “Receive your sight!” Jesus replied. “Your faith has 
healed you.” 43  Immediately he received his sight and fol-

Then Jesus entered Jericho and was passing 
through. 2 And there was a man named Zacchaeus, a

Because 
you have been faithful in a very small matter, you shall have 
authority over ten cities.’

18  The second servant came and said, ‘Master, your mina 
has made five minas.’

19  And to this one he said, ‘You shall have authority over 
five cities.’

20 Then another servant came and said, ‘Master, here is 
your mina, which I have laid away in a piece of cloth. 21  For 
I was afraid of you, because you are a harsh man. You with-
draw what you did not deposit and reap what you did not 
sow.’

43  For the days will come upon you when your ene-
mies will barricade you and surround you and hem you in 
on every side. 44  They will level you to the ground—you and 
the children within your walls. They will not leave one 
stone on another, because you did not recognize the time 
of your visitation from God.”

Jesus Cleanses the Temple

45 Then Jesus entered the temple courts and began to drive 
out those who were selling there. 46  He declared to them,

priests, scribes, and leaders of the people were intent on 
killing Him.

Paying Taxes to Caesar

19  When the scribes and chief priests realized that Jesus had 
spoken this parable against them, they sought to arrest Him 
that very hour. But they were afraid of the people.

20 So they watched Him closely and sent spies who pre-
tended to be sincere. They were hoping to catch Him in His 
words in order to hand Him over to the rule and authority 
of the governor. 21  “Teacher,” they inquired, “we know that 
You speak and teach correctly. You show no partiality, but 
teach the way of God in accordance with the truth. 22 Is it 
lawful for us to pay taxes to Caesar or not?”

23  But Jesus saw through their duplicity and said to them, 
24  “Show Me a denarius.b Whose image and inscription are 
on it?”

“Caesar’s,” they answered.

25 So Jesus told them, “Give to Caesar what is Caesar’s, and 
to God what is God’s.”

27  Then some of the Sadducees, who say there is no resur-
rection, came to question Him. 28  “Teacher,” they said, 
“Moses wrote for us that if a man’s brother dies and leaves 
a wife but no children, the man should marry his brother’s 
widow and raise up offspring for him. 29  Now there were 
seven brothers. The first one married a wife, but died child-
less. 30 Then the seconda  31  and the third married her, and 
in the same way all seven died, leaving no children. 32 And 
last of all, the woman died. 33  So then, in the resurrection, 
whose wife will she be? For all seven were married to her.”

34  Jesus answered, “The sons of this age marry and are 
given in marriage.

44  So if David calls Him Lord, how can He be David’s son?”

Beware of the Scribes

45 In the hearing of all the people, Jesus said to His disci-
ples, 46  “Beware of the scribes. They like to walk around in 
long robes, and they love the greetings in the marketplaces, 
the chief seats in the synagogues, and the places of honor 
at banquets. 47  They defraud widows of their houses, and 
for a show make lengthy prayers. These men will receive 
greater condemnation.”

33  “Lord,” said Peter, “I am ready to go with You even to 
prison and to death.”
